e 33,694 young people in 1,158 units participate in Scouting programs in Crossroads of America Council (33,007 in
2000). Of these, 11,000 are from low-income and special needs families

Camp, Family Camp and Webelos Adventure Camp — 7,468 youth participants!

» Camps Kirietenstein and Ransburg had overall Boy Scout camp attendance growth from 4,695 to
4,776 Scouts

» A full contingent of 70 Scouts and leaders hit the rugged terrain of Philmont Scout Ranch at
Cimarron, New Mexico

»  Circuit of Fun participation grew to serve 20,963 youth with quality, fun family events like:

e Reaching for Tomorrow/Learning for Life (our character education in-school program)

» A record 4,039 students from 141 schools attended Outdoor Challenge Days at Camp Belzer

» 6,415 students patticipated in character education Learning for Life programs (a 9.7% increase)

» Co-ed Exploring posts serving 317 inner city & at-risk youth in career training have started in areas
of: dental, police, fire, pharmacy, cosmetology, computer graphics and fashion design (19 Posts)

Robotics Leadership Academy serves 70 high school youth utilizing Scouting leadership training
courses to enhance regional and national competition performances

New partnership with National Guard Youth Challenge works with high school drop-outs focuses on
life-skills program based on Boy Scout Merit Badge program

Lutheran Child & Family Services, Tp. 1525 uses Scouting serving at-risk youths in their resident facility
Pack 76, serves 25 hearing impaired youth at the Indiana School for the Deaf.

Crew 223, chartered by the Anderson Composite Squadron (Air Force JROTC) has gone on several
search and rescue missions for missing aircraft within Indiana and successfully found two aircraft that
had either gone “missing” or sent distress signals
